
Setting Up a Website
You will need a simple website to introduce your company and your services. It does not 
have to be fancy, but should offer information about:

1. Your company and its sales policies/procedures
2. Frequently asked questions (FAQ)
3. How to contact you
4. Shopping cart if you plan on website sales

Building a website is not hard at all, in fact I am going to recommend that you use the 
same web hosting company as I do. Hostgator offers a step-by-step, user friendly 
service for those who have no web building experience. From purchasing a domain 
name to setting up your website the process will take a couple of hours. 

The cost associated with having a website is no more than $9.95 per month if you 
choose to pay monthly. If you pre-pay a year in advance your cost will go down to 
approximately $7.95 per month. I will even give you a coupon code to make your first 
month's payment one penny! (.01)

I will walk you through the steps to get your website up and running today, in fact if you 
click on this link, your browser will open another window and we can go through the 
steps together. 

1. Once at the Hostgator website click on “Hosting”
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2. Then click on the $7.95 Baby Package

3. The next screen asks you for your existing domain name 
or you have the ability to create a domain name for your 
website



4. Selecting “register a new domain” will cost $15 per year

5. Once a domain is selected you will be taken to  a 
summary page where you can lower your first months 
hosting to .01 by entering in the coupon code 
“wordpress” or “jury”



6. The next step is checkout and you can use Paypal or a standard credit 
card. This is the last step in the process and once completed Hostgator 
will email complete step by step instructions from here!
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
